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The Bible speaks about us seeking 
God and we will find him.

We need to search diligently in the 
spiritual avenues of life to discover the 
reality of God and the essence of the 
true life in fellowship with him. 

Jesus gave us stories about people 
seeking diligently to discover the 
ñkingdom of Godò.  He told how a 
pearl merchant sought the greatest 
pearl in the world.  When he found it 
he sold all he had so that he could 
possess it.  For him it was worth          
everything.  That is motivation. 

Another story with similar emphasis 
told by Jesus was about a lady who 
lost one of the coins off her dowry 
necklace.  She frantically swept out 
her whole house until she found it.  
For her it represented great value.  
Thus, the motivation. 

Finding the way of God is great value 
in our lives.  However, you only find it 
if you seek it with all your heart. 

Some people say the God stuff 
doesnôt exist, but that is because they 
have not made a motivated search.  

Motivation is an important ingredient 
in a successful venture. 

Imagine you have to learn some 
Maths for a test.  If you have no   
other reason for the learning than to 
sit a test, your motivation will be low. 

Two people can be doing the same 
thing and have different levels of 
motivation.  For example, suppose a 
lady dropped her contact lens in a 
waste paper basket which was filled 
to the brim.  After she had searched 
diligently, but in vain, her husband 
went through the litter and found the 
lens. 

ñHow on earth did you do it?ò she 
asks. 

ñWell,ò he explains, ñyou were only 
searching for a tiny piece of plastic, 
but I was looking for seventy five 
dollars.ò 

Motivation is the essence of 
achievement in life.  You will not put 
in a big effort if you do not really 
want the result with a passion. 

That applies to the physical and 
practical things of life as well as the 
spiritual aspects. 

Imagine the lady with the lost coin had a 
quick look around the house and said 
ñToo bad, itôs not there.ò  The coin was 
still there, it needed a motivated search.  
Finding God needs a motivated search.
