Through hands-on activities the students 
identified forces that act at a distance and those 
that act in direct contact, and they investigated 
how different-sized forces affect the movement of  
objects.  
 
They watched a video about a boy who created 
arcade games for the enjoyment of  people who 
came to his father’s shop. His games were mostly 
made from cardboard. The students were given 
the task of  designing and making an arcade game 
that could be played in class using their 
knowledge of  forces and motion. There was much 
excitement on the day when they explained to 
their classmates how their game worked and then 
could play them!
